Dear Mayor Tremblay,

I am writing to you about the future of Meadowbrook. 

Earlier this year you announced that you and your Executive Committee were in favour of the construction of 1,500 condominiums on Meadowbrook by the developer Groupe Pacific.  You have recently reversed that policy and announced that Montreal has turned down the proposal.  This is an important step in the right direction. Thank you.

However, this is not sufficient.  The Montreal portion of Meadowbrook has to be rezoned recreational immediately.  As you are aware, leaving it zoned residential amounts to an invitation to future development.  To leave the zoning unchanged would be to substitute political expediency for environmental principles.  I know you hold those principles because you champion them publicly, most recently at Nagoya.

You have the opportunity to change the zoning without risk if you act immediately - as you know from the legal opinion provided to you by SOS Meadowbrook.  Please do not throw away this golden opportunity to do the right thing for posterity.

It is time for you to fulfill your promise to conserve Meadowbrook.  It is time for the City of Montreal and the Agglomeration to follow the recommendations of the Labrecque Commission and save this beautiful green oasis for all our children.

Dear Mayor Tremblay,

In 2003, as Mayor of Montréal, you undertook to conserve Meadowbrook. 

In 2004, l’Office de consultation publique de Montréal recommended that meadowbrook be protected.

In June 2009, la Commission permanente du conseil d’agglomération sur les grands équipements et les activités d’intérêt d’agglomération (the Labrecque Commission) recommended conserving Meadowbrook as an urban park.

On October 25th of this year, you announced your signature in Nagoya of an agreement between the City of Montréal and the International Council for Local Environmental Initiatives (ICLEI), providing for the preparation and implementation of a local action plan to preserve and augment biodiversity on the territory of the Agglomeration.

Please listen to the citizens.  Please keep your word.  Please follow the recommendations of the Labrecque Commission and save Meadowbrook.
