Dear Mayor Tremblay,

In 2003, as Mayor of Montréal, you undertook to conserve Meadowbrook. 

In 2004, l’Office de consultation publique de Montréal recommended that Meadowbrook be protected.

In June 2009, la Commission permanente du conseil d’agglomération sur les grands équipements et les activités d’intérêt d’agglomération (the Labrecque Commission) recommended conserving Meadowbrook as an urban park.

In October of 2010 you announced your signature at the COP 10 conference in Nagoya, Japan of an agreement between the City of Montréal and the International Council for Local Environmental Initiatives (ICLEI), whereunder you committed to preserving and augmenting biodiversity on the territory of the Agglomeration.

At the same time, you stated that “Les actions menées localement sont tout aussi importantes que celles déployées à grande échelle, et témoignent de l'importance qu'accorde notre métropole à la protection de la biodiversité.”
Mr. Mayor, please be consistent! You, too, have to act locally! The Montreal portion of Meadowbrook has to be rezoned recreational immediately or we risk losing this green jewel, our children’s legacy, for all time.
Please listen to the citizens.  Please keep your word.  Please follow the recommendations of the Labrecque Commission and save Meadowbrook.
